The seed of Balkendra was sown by Mr. Gauri Ardhnareshwarn, Chairman, AAI in 1993. This 

school was started on 19
th

 November, 1993 with one teacher, Ms. Bhagirathi, one helper 

and seven children. Today it stands as a fully grown tree and many children have enjoyed its 

fruits in the form of good education and a healthy environment. 

To begin with, there was only a garage, and we had to depend on the AAI and benefactors 

for every necessity. While ground preparations were being done, admissions were going on 

simultaneously. Till 2005, the school functioned out of two rooms, for fifty students. When 

Mrs. Archana Agarwal took over charge as President, Kalyanmayee, a near transformation 

took place. In her dynamic leadership, she provided tremendous support in taking Balkendra 

to new heights. She took keen interest in the holistic development of Balkendra and a new 

building was made in 2008 with modern infrastructure. Today the student strength is more 

than 200 and we are forced to restrict the number of admissions due to limited space. 

Earlier, aid was given to the school by AAI, but now it is an independent Kalyanamayee unit. 

It has an independent account under the observation of the Education Committee of 

Kalyanmayee.
