Government Reducing Office Waste (GROW)
- Mini Paper Recycling Unit at Delhi will assist

in reducing office waste through this
venture. Kalyanmayee has installed a re-
cycling paper and stationery unit at Delhi.
The purpose of setting this unit were many
— ta protect the environment by conserving
resources, generate employment and
convert the waste paper generated in the
useful product like file covers, note pads,
visiting cards and registers.

& Regional office, Delhi and recycling the
same to convert it into handmade paper at
their paper unit in Rangpuri.

displaced families. It will produce 6,00,000
sheets of paper per year.
